CURTAINWALL AND ENTRANCE SYSTEMS

- Sweeps are designed to be attached to the interior face of the bottom
rail.

- Transfer the pre drill hole locations in the door sweep to the interior
surface of the bottom rail. See Figure 1.

- Center sweep to rail.

- Align the bottom edge of door sweep to threshold. The door sweep
blade must make full contact with the threshold to obtain the full
benefit of the door sweep.

- Mark the center of hole locations to the bottom rail.

- Attached door sweep to bottom rail.

- Slide gasket back into the door sweep. See Figure 2.
